Tuition Approach

First, | will identify the area in which my student is requiring tuition and gauge their individual
needs. At this early stage, | am keen to find out what the student’s own goals are. This is
important so | can figure out what they would like to gain from this tuition and in what time
period. Then, | will discuss with the student a suitable plan that we will work through together
to help them. Throughout the tuition, | work on developing the student’s own voice — this is
vital both in GCSE/A-Level work and for any university application. At the end of each session,
| ensure | check that the student understands what we have explored. This may be through a
quiz, discussion, or small task (such as planning an essay answer to an exam question). | take
this as an opportunity to exchange feedback, highlighting to the student what has gone
well/what could go better, and asking them to offer their opinion as to what they feel is working
best/what could work better. Finally, to ensure continual progress, | offer to set tasks for the
student to complete and return to me for the following session, if this suits them.
